BRITISH HANG GLIDING CHAMPION

IN OUR MIDST

This year villager Dave Mat-
thews became British National
Champion, winning the British
Hang Gliding Nationals held in
Laragne, France, in late Au-
gust. The competition is usu-
ally held in France or Spain (or
somewhere hot & sunny in
Europe, no longer Britain). It
takes place over 7 days and
each day a task is set around a
course which varies in distance
and complexity depending on
conditions, but can be as much
as 200 km. The winner of each
day is the person who either
flies the furthest, or if a number
of pilots complete the course
the one who has the fastest
time. The overall winner is the
pilot with the highest points
from each day. This year there
were 60 competitors.

'Alvin Russell Trophy' and was
initiated in 1977 following the
death of Alvin Russell, an
early pioneer of hang gliding
and is awarded annually to
the British National Champion.
The trophy has recently been
restored to its former glory by
local blacksmith Malcolm
Johnson.

Back in the '70's the competi-
tion was known as 'The
League' which consisted of 4
separate competitions, three
held in Britain and one
abroad. The format changed a
few years ago to try to encour-
age less experience pilots into
hang gliding competitons.
Consequently the 3 Competi-
tions held in Britain became
the British Open Series, which
is aimed at pilots of all levels
and the one held abroad re-
mained the Briitish Nationals.
This latter competiton is still
the one that determines the
British National Champion.
