Rose Cottage amended planning application

3 members of the public attended
M.A introduced the meeting by explain that Poynings Parish Council objected to the original application and didn’t support it. However, it was passed by MSDC. A neighbour took it to the High Court where this was overturned.

The applicant, Sandra Slinger had bought the full plans.

The description of a chalet “style” bungalow was discussed.

SM commented that there is a need to keep small dwellings on the village.
JD commented that it was a vast improvement on the original plan and MC agreed.
The following points were made:
It doesn’t appear to contravene any planning laws.
Considering the size of the plot it was not felt to be an overdevelopment
The balcony did not appear to overlook other properties.

The property had been an eyesore for many years and the development would benefit the village
With the reduction of roof height and the building now cut into the land it is only 545mm higher than the old bungalow.
The hanging tiles and flint blend well with other properties in the village.
The replacement of the steel flue pipes with a traditional chimney has further improved the design.

SM said it was a shame that it obstructed a neighbours view but this cannot be considered.
It was agreed by a majority that the application should be recommended.
